Stating poor winter conditions causing very high snow making water usage, Brian Fries General Manager of the Coffee Mill Ski area is requesting the commission consider a price reduction for the snow making rate for the 2014/2015 season to the newly adopted rate of 2.25/1,000 gallons, which would significantly reduce the cost over the previous rate.   City Administrator stated that the new rate was approved by the commission at the last meeting and is going for a second reading to the council this evening.

Commissioners  Wallerich and Streveler moved to approve billing Coffee Mill Ski Area for water for the 2014/15 snow making season at the newly proposed rate of 2.25/1000 gallons contingent upon adoption by the council.  Adopted unanimously.
