David Vosen stated the previous Aerobic Blower Digester came from General Repair Service and they have been really good to work with as far as fixing things and not charging for it.  Also for consideration is C. Emery Nelson, Inc. just sells the product and des not repair them and USA Bluebook is a catalog so service would have to be done by another party also.  After discussion, Commissioners Gosse and Wallerich moved to approve General Repair Service’s Quote to purchase an Aerobic Blower Digester for $6,536.00.  Adopted unanimously.
Service Line Rehabilitation:
David Vosen reported there was a meeting with FEMA today in reference to the recent flood.  He stated the Utilities Department is going to try and be reimbursed for some of the costs related to the high flows.  He stated he is not sure how FEMA is going to request the information be submitted.  

David Vosen stated he called InfraTech and they do not do service lining for homes but they can inspect them.  The cost is $210/hr with 1 hour set up time so there would be a minimum of 2-3 hours per block.  To purchase a push camera would be less than $10,000.  To fix the service lines, Jerry Hartert gave a quote of $60.00/fot.  Also, he spoke with 3 B’s out of the Twin Cities, a company that lines service lines from the house to the main, and they have estimated $45 to $85.00 per foot. 
He stated the State is going to keep after us about the infiltration problem and this is an issue that will continue to be looked at.

The next regular meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, November 30, 2010.  
Having no other business, Commissioners Wallerich and Gosse moved to adjourn at 4:27 pm.  Adopted Unanimously.
