The regular meeting of the Wabasha Planning Commission was held on Tuesday, December 14, 2010 and was
called to order by Commissioner Friedmeyer at 7:00 pm.

Roll found all members present.

Commissioners Bricher and Wodele moved to approve the 11/8/10 regular minutes and the 11/30/10 special
meeting minutes. Approved unanimously.

There were no changes or additions to the agenda.

Commissioners discussed the list of potential changes to the Zoning Ordinance. The following proposed
changes to the Zoning Ordinance were discussed:

Changing the maximum building height in the downtown district was discussed. The item has been
previously discussed and it was decided that staff should talk to the city attorney for more information.
The basis for changing the ordinance is to allow for taller buildings with a CUP because currently
variances would have to be issued and it would not be possible to grant a variance based on the current
state Supreme Court decision. Molly stated that she had talked to both the city attorney and the LMC
attorney and there does not seem to be anything in state statute indicating that they cannot change the
ordinance to allow taller buildings with a CUP. Molly stated that the variance criteria issue would be
going before the state at this legislative session and the LMC is pushing the issue. Discussion also
included eliminating height requirements in the downtown districts. Molly also provided an “option B” for
changing the ordinance which would allow for “structures or lots not meeting District Minimum
Performance Standards” within a district with a CUP. Option B would change requirements for all
districts not just the downtown district. After all discussion, the commission decided to table this issue
until after the state legislative decision on the variance issue.

Commissioner Friedmeyer asked if an applicant can request a zoning ordinance change. Molly stated
that anyone can request a zoning ordinance change and that it requires a public hearing.

(Commissioner Hall left the meeting at 7:47)

Commissioners also discussed proposed changes in section 305.06 District Regulations; Performance
Standards; and Definitions.

Molly provided commissioners with a handout on Excavations for discussion. It was decided that commissioners
would review the information provided and put in on the next agenda for further discussion.

Molly brought forward for discussion the Eagles Landing Condo’s drainage issue. Molly stated that she has been
in contact with Dave Oschner of the Eagles Landing Condo Association and that they had recently authorized a
contractor to install a temporary drainage pipef/tile extension because of recent flooding issues. The extension
was installed on city property without city authorization or obtaining a permit. Molly stated that the issues are that
they have changed the original PUD plans by changing the site plans and also by draining onto someone else’s
property and digging on someone else’s property, and also not obtaining necessary permits. Molly will work
further with Mr. Oschner to assist to resolve the issue.

Molly provided commission members with a copy of the 2011 meeting and application deadline schedule.
Subdivision Ordinance updates. Molly state that she is currently working on the draft.

There was no Board of Adjustment business.

Sign permit update. Molly stated that a new sign for a spa/massage therapist has been installed on the Yenter
property by the dentist office without a permit. She has spoken with them and they did not realize they needed a

permit since they were replacing a current sign. Phil will call and remind them that they need to get a permit.

Commissioner Abbot asked if there was an ordinance allowing guns in city limits. Phil stated that guns are not
allowed to be discharged within the platted portion of the city.

Commissioners thanked Commissioner Hall for his service.

Having no other business, by unanimous consent the meeting was adjourned at 8:56pm.
