Mayor Meisch brought forward 5.1 Budget discussion and stated cuts have to be made.  He stated staff is requesting a workshop with Council to work on the cuts to the budget.

AND WHEREAS, the City of Wabasha supports Resolution 2010-01 supporting the request of $10 million in State Bon Funds for environmental and engineering work the Twin Cities to Chicago High Speed Rail Corridor, passed by the Minnesota High Speed Commission;

AND WHEREAS, the City of Wabasha supports Resolution 2010-02 supporting the request of $8.5 million in State Bond Funds for the Union Depot Multimodal Hub and $13.5 million for Hoffman Interlocking/Yard capacity improvements, passed by the Minnesota High Speed Rail Commission;

Mayor Meisch brought forward 5.4 Proposal for Telephone Services.  David Schmidt stated HBCI and TDS submitted proposals.  He stated US Cable was not in a position to submit a proposal.  He pointed out that HBCI is providing 3 voice mail accounts as well as keeping the 20 internet accounts in their proposal.  The following proposals were reviewed:
· HBCI - $5,030.00 with 3 voice mail accounts and 20 internet accounts

· TDS - $4,961.00 – phone only

After discussion, Councilpersons Meurer and Gibson moved to accept the HBCI proposal.  Adopted unanimously.

Councilperson Gallenberger thanked the Street Department for filling some potholes in the City.

Councilperson Gibson reported snowmobiles have been going over the trestle bridge.  She also announced the Community Thrift Store is now open two days a week for donations:  Tuesdays 10 am – 2 pm and Thursdays 3 pm – 7 pm.  David Schmidt stated that donations could also be brought to City Hall.  Councilperson Gibson stated residents could call her at 565-5242 or Carol Schlueter at 565-4285.

Councilperson Schmidt asked David Schmidt about the response from the Corps. of Engineers in reference to securing the test wells.  David Schmidt stated there is a lock and cap system in place.  

David Schmidt reported the Corps. of Engineers is going to meet with the City in the fall of 2010 in reference to having funding to fill in the pit in 2011.

Councilperson Hiers reported Tony Johnson, Street Superintendent, responded to her question about the liquid chloride on the streets for snow and ice.  Tony reported it is no worse than salt and is more cost effective.

Mayor Meisch stated the Library is having the Carolina Chocolate Drops at the Broadway Theatre tomorrow night at 7:00 pm and it is free to the public.

Mayor Meisch stated it is time to go into Closed Session to discuss the legal matter with Road Constructors and also to discuss the Police Union Contract.

At 8:08 Councilpersons Bricher and Gibson moved to go into Closed Session to discuss the Police Union Contract and the legal matter with Road Constructors.

At 8:23 Councilpersons Hiers and Schmidt moved to come out of Closed Session.

Councilpersons Bricher and Gibson moved to retain City Attorney Peter Ekstrand and go to arbitration in reference to the Road Constructors legal matter.  Adopted unanimously.

Councilpersons Gallenberger and Hiers moved to accept the Police Union Contract dated February 25, 2010 agreeing to:  Adopted unanimously. 
· 0% increase in wages for 2010 
· Furlough equivalent equal to the rest of the city staff.

· 10.3 of Personnel Policy: The Chief of Police or his designee shall review and notify the employee the vacation request is approved or denied in a timely fashion, not to exceed ten (10) calendar days.
· Employees shall receive the aforementioned holiday compensation on the payroll period of the holiday.
· When prior approval is received from the Chief of Police, all reasonable costs incurred in such training shall be paid to include:
1) The employer shall pay employees for all required training time including travel time per F.L.S.A. and other necessary expenses incurred in training.
2) The employer shall reimburse employees for reasonable costs incurred in obtaining state required P.O.S.T. training, including but not limited to mileage, meals and lodging.
3) Employees shall be paid mileage at the current IRS rate if employee is mandated to use their own vehicle.
4) Employer will pay post board licensing cost for employees.
· Effective January 1, 2010, full time employees will have an allotment of six hundred seventy-five dollars ($675.00), and six hundred eighty-five dollars ($685.00) in 2011. Items purchased for reimbursement must be police uniform or safety related i.e. holster, flashlights, boots and uniform clothing.
Councilpersons Gallenberger and Hiers moved to adjourn at 8:27 pm.  Motion adopted unanimously.
