She also stated design requirements seem to be in compliance but there needs to be an adherence to the City’s ordinance regarding size.  Chair Durand showed a picture of the sign and the proposed location.  The sign appears to meet design requirements of Section 310.15 Subdivision 6 of the Sign Ordinance (Historic District Overlay) requirements.  It was explained Mr. Mike Meyer, Meyer Signs, is leaving the country in the next few weeks and time is a factor.

Commissioners Jewson and Prescher moved to approve the proposed signage submitted by Proud Antiques on October 31, 2014, subject to meeting size requirements for the downtown historic district outlined in Section 310 of the City Code (Subdivision 5 & 6).  The motion was adopted unanimously.
